The show has been 

performed around the world in numerous productions and has the distinction of being one of the 

longest-running shows to play on Broadway.

The production of Cats marks the tenth summer 

musical performed by the Theatre Company since its creation by Tulare County Superintendent of 

Schools Jim Vidak.
